The State of California recently revised its policy re: reinspections. They now want to count as “fraud” any “issues of concern” uncovered during the re-inspection process. Regardless of whether these acts were unintentional or willful mistakes committed by the auto body shop, they must nevertheless be reported.  The intent of the California legislature when they enacted this law was to track and report the information regarding inconsistencies between the estimate and the actual work found during the repair process, and not just confirmed cases of fraudulent activity.  
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
